demanding settlement of Wage Revision to the Public Sector employees. This is an important
convention, which is going to decide about the future course of actions, on the above mentioned vital
issues. The All India Centre meeting of BSNLEU held on 09.05.2018, has decided to request all the
circle secretaries of the Union to take part in this convention. In accordance with this, CHQ requests all
the circle secretaries to participate in the convention.

Developments in the Wage Revision issue.

The DoT, vide it’s letter no.F.62-2/2016-SU dated 27" April, 2018, has given clearance to the BSNL
Management, for starting negotiations for the settlement of wage revision of the Non-Executives in
BSNL. Consequent to this, BSNLEU has demanded the Management to immediately constitute the Joint
Committee for negotiating the wage settlement. The BSNL Management is in the process of forming the
Joint Committee.

Com. Moni Bose Memorial Lectures.

The 8" death anniversary of Com. Moni Bose, falls on 19" May, 2018. The Agartala CEC meeting has
decided to organise Com. Moni Bose Memorial Lectures on that day, on the issues of Neo-Liberal
Policies and Communal Harmony. Accordingly, the K.G. Bose Memorial Trust is organising these
lectures. Com. Prabir Purkayastha is delivering the lecture on Communal Harmony and Dr.Satyaki Roy, is
delivering the lecture on Neo-Liberal Policies. Comrades from the North Indian circles are participating in
these lectures.
