e Itis agreed to hold a virtual meeting of the UIS Directorate in February 2022.

e A face-to-face meeting of the Directorate of the UIS - TPPC is required, in the
first semester of 2022, the possibility that it could be in Syria, Europe or
America was expressed. The above also in coordination with the date of the
18th WFTU World Congress.

e Each member of the UIS leadership must make a proposal on the 2022 action
plan for the next meeting of the general council - UIS. It is important to send it
in English, Spanish, French and Portuguese, if possible.

e It is also agreed that for the months of January and February 2022,
coordination must be made to establish the Regional Secretaries for Africa, the
Middle East and Asia.

e In relation to the 18th WSF World Congress, it is agreed that we will make
every effort to be present with an important delegation from the TUL.
